"In 2003 the Board, recognizing insufficient facilties for the Religious Education program,
authorized a Task Force for Space Needs, chaired ijonna Stanford, for 'improving religious
education class space at WUU' and WUU's 'responsiliiy as a church to provide adequate,
comfortable, age-appropriate space and furnishingfor the children we serve.' Many of the Task
Force's recommendations were implemented in the f@wing year(s)....However, the Task Force also
noted the inadequacy of limited space and the incornience of spreading religious education across
three buildings (from "Report of the Task Force for Space Needs," Nov. 30, 2003, and "2010
Facilities Development Report™).
